Ensuring the flat edge of the leg is facing outward, align 
Leg (B) with the bottom of Fire Bowl (A) and loosely 
fasten using three M6x12mm Bolts (1) and M6 Nuts (2).
Repeat to attach the remaining two legs.
Finish tightening hardware on all legs.

Review all steps and understand assembly before beginning.
Do not fully tighten hardware until instructed to do so.

With the brackets facing upward, align four Safety Rings 
(C) and loosely secure using four M6x12mm Bolts (1).

Do not fully tighten bolts until after Step 3 is complete!

Carefully guide the assembled ring over the fire bowl and 
align the safety ring brackets with the fire bowl mounting 
holes. Then, loosely fasten the ring to the bowl using four 
M6x12mm Bolts (1) and M6 Nuts (2).

Place Spark Screen (D) onto the assembled unit.

EXPOSURE & MAINTENANCE: Long-term exposure to high-intensity heat can cause the mesh screen to warp and the 
high-temperature paint to flake or burn off the steel. If the paint burns off and the steel is exposed to moisture, it will rust. 
As with any outdoor steel product, periodic maintenance is required to maintain integrity and appearance. Remove rust and 
refinish with a paint that is suitable for high-temperature surfaces; carefully follow the paint manufacturer instructions and 
ensure the paint is completely dry before using the unit again. WARNING: The one-year warranty does not cover damages 
or defects caused by painting and/or repairs.
CLEANING: Ensure the fire pit and ashes are completely cool before cleaning. Ashes can remain hot long after a fire dies 
down. If you feel heat when your hand is close to the metal or the ashes, the fire pit is too hot to clean.
